e Make a fist using your left hand. We can point to knuckles and dips between knuckles
as we say the months. Any months we say when we point to knuckles have 31 days,
others have 30, apart from February (28 or 29).

e Point to the knuckle on the left saying January, 3 1 days, then to the dip between the
first and second knuckle saying February, 28 or 29 days, then the second knuckle
saying March, 31 days, April 30 days and so on until July, then starting again with
August on the first knuckle: August 3 1 days, and so on.
